Ambassador Jassal of India to Visit South Carolina This Week
CHARLESTON, SC- India’s Ambassador to the United States and Chief of Mission, Raminder Singh Jassal, will travel to South Carolina this week to be honored at the South Carolina World Trade Center’s Indian Embassy Series. Ambassador Jassal will divide his time between Columbia and Charleston.
While in Columbia, the honorable Ambassador will have the opportunity to meet with the Governor’s Office Chief of Staff, Tom Davis. Afterwards, he will meet with Deputy Secretary of Commerce, Jack Ellenberg as well as the South Carolina International Trade Coalition. 

His visit to Charleston will include: a tour of the Port of Charleston provided by the South Carolina State Ports Authority; a breakfast meeting hosted at the College of Charleston involving select students and faculty; a trade and investment seminar for interested South Carolina industry leaders; a tourism presentation and wine reception accompanied with cultural dancing by members of the India Association of Greater Charleston; and finally, a dinner in honor of the Ambassador consisting of a three course Indian cuisine especially created by Head Chef Ernest Bledsoe of The Harbour Club.

Ambassador Raminder Singh Jassal joined the Indian Foreign Service in 1976 after graduating from Delhi University. Since then, he as had a series of leadership positions including: First Secretary at Warsaw; Deputy Secretary in the Ministry of External Affairs; Political Counselor at the Embassies of India, Washington and Moscow; Director in Ministry of External Affairs, New Delhi; Joint Secretary in the Ministry of Defense. He was also named to be the official Spokesperson of the Ministry of External Affairs where he served with distinction from 1999-2001.

Ambassador Jassal joined his new post as Deputy Chief of Mission Embassy of India, Washington DC on January 17, 2005.
