CHARLESTON, SC- United States Congressman, James E. Clyburn will be in town Tuesday, February 20th to speak at the SC World Trade Center’s monthly luncheon. Beginning at noon at the North Charleston Convention Center, Clyburn will talk about the project: WT-PERC, important trade development issues and visions for the future of South Carolina.

James E. Clyburn is currently serving as the new Majority Whip for the US House of Representatives. Clyburn will discuss the economic impact of this project and how it will increase the wealth and income of all citizens of the palmetto state.
